6. Request to Review and Update BHAC Bylaws
Patti asked for volunteers to form a committee to review the bylaws
Heather Post, Dean Loftus and Donald Rashid will review and bring back their findings and suggestions

7. Mindy Blair from Heartland Family Service presented on First Episode Psychosis. The program began in 2014 and is modeled after the OnTrack model from New York. Mindy highlighted the programs successes and challenges. The program has a capacity for 25 clients.
8. FY19 Regional Budget Plan
Taren Petersen reviewed the preliminary narrative and chart that will be provided to the State on April 13, 2018.

Preliminary allocation for FY19 is $27,944,803 for Federal and State funds and does not include County funds – same as FY18
No change in State Housing Assistance - remains at $1,022,002

No change in Mental Health Block Grant funds - remains at $524,696

No change in Substance Abuse Prevention and Treatment Block Grant - remains at $2,272,737

Residential continues to be a challenge to forecast

Dean Loftus made a motion to move the budget to the Regional Governing Board

Taren reviewed the timeline for Request for Proposal for the PES stating it is ready to issue on April 20, 2018
